the commercialization of important research for the state.

A flat budget for FY24 would require OCAST to cut programs and focus on administering existing/mandated programs. OCAST has been given the opportunity to manage the Oklahoma 

Accelerator Program, be the holder and administrator of the federal SSBCI funds, and the program administrator for 6 ARPA projects. Many of these programs do not allow for administrative 

fees and OCAST has welcomed the opportunity to administer this programs. With a flat budget OCAST would be forced to go into survival mode just to meet the base requirements for these 

programs and our other mandated programs. We would not be able to leverage the programs to their fullest or build the startups and businesses we work with.
