The results would be catastrophic.  Animal Health, Food Safety, Wildlife Services, Forestry, Consumer Protection Services, Wildfire suppression, Ag Statistics and Market Development all depend on federal 
funding to provide services.

Federal budget cuts would lead to reduced services.  To date, Food Safety, Animal Health and Fire Protection have received high priority at the federal level.

The agency is always seeking ways to increase federal reimbursements however, those options are limited.
