Due to the tremendous, positive performance during FY’18, increasing sales from $151.6 million to $221.2 million and profits from $53.5 million to $63.6 million, the Board of Trustees 

awarded employees who had worked for a year and had “meets standards” or better on their performance evaluations, a 7.5%, one-time, non-recurring pay incentive. All processed 

through the Cabinet Secretary and OMES. The Board also created a sales incentive plan on an ongoing basis where the Board could approve, in the subsequent June Board meeting at the 

end of a FY, a similar incentive payment based on performance during FY’2019 and following fiscal years. The Board can decide to award it; reduce it; or not provide it at all.

Also, the director’s salary was increased from $140k to $175k. The initial director was hired on 6/6/2005 at $175k. His pay was increased to $175,700 on 7/1/2005 because of the 

statewide $700/year pay increase. His salary was increased again on 10/1/2006 to $184,485 due to the statewide 5% pay increase. When I was promoted to the Director position, I agreed 

to a lower salary of $140k so that we could keep as much as possible in prize payouts to help try to offset the limitations imposed on the Lottery by the minimum mandated 35% profit 

requirement. In their September 2018 board meeting, the Board of Trustees raised the director’s salary to the initial $175,000 pay level effective 10/1/2018. All transactions were again 

processed through the cabinet secretary and through OMES and are in accordance with statutory restrictions placed on the director’s salary.
